Dr. Stimeling was Superintendent from 1970-1986. Among Dr. Stimeling’s accomplishments were
constructing the first all-weather track on Carlton Field, implementing the outdoor education program at BJHS,
starting the BHS Booster Club, establishing Raymond School for the Developmentally Disabled and securing $1.3
million for the area vocational center. Dr. Stimeling was chosen as a member of the Educational League of Illinois
and then served as its President. Since retiring in 1986, Dr. Stimeling has served as interim superintendent for other
school districts and chaired several North Central Studies. Dr. Stimeling always had a real passion for education and
all those who shared his vision.
