Automotive Technology 
· 33 of 36 first year students all successfully completed units in Brakes, Electrical and Electronic Systems, Engine Performance, and Suspension and Steering.
· All 14 second year students successfully completed units in Engine Repair, Heating and Air Conditioning, Manual Drive Train and Axles, Brakes, Electrical and Electronic Systems, Engine Performance, and Suspension and Steering.
· All students were trained in General Maintenance content, including oil changes, tire mounting, balancing and repair, etc.
