Frequently Asked Questions:

Who should complete the application?

Schools wishing to receive PCCS funds should complete the application.  The funding application should be completed by the local PCCS team leader and members or administrator who has access to this information. Applications will not be processed without all of the appropriate signatures.

How much money will be reserved for schools?

Approximately $65,000 of PCCS funding will be granted to high schools based upon completion and submission of the attached funding application.  Each school will be notified of their specific funding amount pending our notification by ICCB.  Next school year’s FY10 Transit Entity Annual Plan and Budget Worksheet will be due to the Regional PCCS Office after notification of transit funding; date to be determined.

How was the quality indicators selected?

The indicators on this form are derived from the Illinois PCCS Components and the PCCS Final Report format as defined by the Illinois State Board of Education and PCCS Grant guidelines.  The PCCS in the Heartland Executive Board reviewed these elements which will be used to determine the funds awarded to each participating high school.

Are there restrictions on how these funds can be spent?

YES!!  These funds must be spent for PCCS projects and activities that are tied to the Regional Annual Plan and Budget and can be used only for programs within State approved course sequences.  These funds may be spent on the following types of activities:

· Curriculum Development

· Job Shadowing for Teachers, Counselors, & Students
