	· A system of drawing or painting in which the artist attempts to create the illusion of spatial depth on a two-dimensional surface. It works by following consistent geometric rules for rendering objects as they appear to the human eye. 



	
	· In linear perspective, the place on the horizon where parallel lines seem to meet. 



	
	· A level line where water or land seems to end and the sky begins. Vanishing points are usually located on this line. The image behind this text features a horizon line separating sky from sea -- which, as you look lower, morphs into sky again, etc. (Notice too, the way rows of waves are depicted as receeding toward vanishing points.) 



	
	· Two or more straight lines or edges on the same plane that do not intersect. Parallel lines have the same direction.
