She went from a
state champion athlete at BHS to a qualifier and partici-
pant in the Beijing 2008 Summer Olympics for the 1,500
meters in track and field.

Competing with unfamiliar faces from all around the world
was another experience not soon to be forgotten.

“Knowing that half of them can’t understand you is pretty
funny,” said Wurth-Thomas of her competitors. “The actual
competition is a lot rougher than U.S. competitions. I guess
people like to throw you an elbow for fun when they pass
you.”

Foreign opponents also meant foreign culture and food,
which were two things Wurth-Thomas was a little hesitant to
accept.

“Their toilets usually consist of a ceramic hole in the
ground that you have to squat down to use, and a western-soci-
ety style toilet is hard to come by.”

During her stay, she got sick twice from the food. One
night her whole family had the chance to see first hand the
uniqueness of the Chinese diet at a marketplace lined with
small vendors.

It smelled so bad I am glad I passed on trying anything,” said
Waurth-Thomas. “There was a snake on a stick that hadn’t been
skinned, seahorse, sheep balls, crickets, etc.”
