Intercity Boys Golf Preview

University High School's boys' golf dynasty appears at an end. Or does it?"Hopefully we can keep it in the low 300s and get back to state," said senior Peter McKinzie. "If we were able to get to state at our home course (Weibring Golf Club at Illinois State), it always gives us a chance."The Pioneers tied a state record with their sixth straight state title last year, winning the Class 2A crown by nine strokes. U High suffered two key graduation losses in Kyle English, a member of four straight champions, and Ben Kilborn, who played on the last two.Now it's up to McKinzie, a two-time state veteran, and junior Logan Stauffer, another two-year vet who tied for fifth in last year's state, to lead the way. The Pioneers figure to receive a stiff challenge in the Intercity and when the state series begins from Bloomington, which has four returning starters led by junior standout Alex Burge. Last season, Burge finished second in the Class 2A State by a stroke.U High also has a new "old" coach in Cal Hubbard, the Pioneers' former boys basketball and girls golf coach. The U High girls won three straight state titles under Hubbard from 2005-07.Hubbard, who replaced Harland Kilborn, said he has not talked to the team about winning another state title. He's still trying to learn everyone's name."Anytime you start coaching kids you have to evaluate where they are. I don't know these kids' golf games," he said. "The first thing is who they are, what are they about, what their golf game is like and try to get them to play, like any other sport, within themselves."Junior Bobby Jocson got state tournament experience last year and has emerged as U High's No. 3 player. Seniors Ryan Alsman and Bo Sparks are in the mix along with junior Connor Sampson.McKinzie knows he and Stauffer must be dependable each and every round, especially when the state series begins."It's going to be important for us to never to give up on rounds," said McKinzie. "Hopefully those rounds where it seems we're going to shoot in high 70s we keep it around 75-76 with short game or whatever."Hubbard likes the leadership already shown by McKinzie and Stauffer. "They're really good at helping other people," said Hubbard. "They know the game and want U High to continue to be really good. The program has been about older kids working with the younger kids."  
Besides Burge, BHS also returns senior Tanner Cicci and juniors Freddy Mariani and Kylor Sorenson from last year's sectional squad. Burge is coming off a successful summer in which he qualified for the Illinois State Amateur and Illinois Open. "His mental decision-making on the course (has improved), and he's setting the bar even higher," said BHS coach Rich Gordon of Burge. "I'm concerned not all the kids played enough this summer. That's why we're getting plenty of competition early in the season."
Central Catholic missed advancing to the Class 1A state tourney by four strokes. The Saints must replace individual state qualifiers Tim Gaertner and Greg Naleway, but have four players back. "This team has that potential (to get to state)," said Central coach Jason Welch. "They're looking to play their best golf at the end of the season and see what happens." Normal Community returns five starters from a squad which advanced to the Class 3A Sectional. Meanwhile, Normal West returns the youngest squad in the Intercity and is concentrating on "getting better each tournament," according to Coach Tim Franz.  Cornerstone Christian, in its second year under former U High golfer Drew Moses, is showing rapid improvement. The squad shot 20 shots lower already this season at a match at Saybrook's Indian Springs Golf Course than last year.

"It was nice to see Bo break out and shoot a good number."   NCHS coach Nathan Foster figured U High would be difficult to catch after the Pioneers opened an eight-stroke lead after the first nine holes."We're a little higher than we were a couple weeks ago," said Foster. "Hopefully we can have one or two more guys down in the 70s. That would be nice."    Burge took advantage of Stauffer bogeys at Nos. 14, 15 and 17 to claim the individual title. Yet the BHS junior was far from happy with how he played.  "It felt like 76. I played so bad today," said Burge, who eagled the par-5 fourth. "I should have been at least a few under. That's golf." "It was just kind of ridiculous."  Burge was steady throughout his round, carding 13 pars, one birdie and four bogeys.  "The middle six holes it was really windy and a hard drizzle. It was no fun," Burge said. "It's pretty much whoever mentally is strongest and can deal with the conditions is going to come out on top most times."   U High's Logan Stauffer fired a 76 to tie Metamora's Daniel Young for fourth place. Brant Coyne shot 79 to finish fifth for Lincoln, which had three other individuals qualify for the sectional: Drew VonWaldner (83), Jordan Nelson (85) and John Costello (85).   "We're disappointed the team didn't move on, but we'll take it from there on Saturday," said Lincoln coach Chris Ciaccio. "These guys play the Elks every day all summer long, so they're going to be pretty good coming up Saturday."

LINCOLN - Logan Stauffer entered Monday's Class 2A Lincoln Sectional feeling "humbled" by the game of golf. Not satisfied with his play of late, the University High School junior hoped to simply "put up a decent number and help the team out."  It didn't happen.  The number was way better than "decent."  Stauffer carded a 2-under par 69 at the Lincoln Elks Country Club, leading U High to a 302 total and a seven-shot victory over Mahomet-Seymour. Both teams advanced to the Class 2A State Tournament on Friday and Saturday at Illinois State's Weibring Golf Club.  U High, winner of a record-tying six straight state titles, extended its streak of state tourney appearances to 26.  "It's a big sigh of relief," said Stauffer, a member of the past two title teams. "We knew we were all going to have to play well. It's a great time to do it."  No one played better than Stauffer, who was medalist over Bloomington's Alex Burge, Nick Guth of Mahomet-Seymour and Metamora's Daniel Young with 72s.  "I hit it really well," Stauffer said after tapping in for birdie on 18, his third of the day.  "The last couple of tournaments I've been in a situation where I'm starting to hit the ball well, but just can't finish the round. Today, I calmed myself down and remembered, 'Just deep breaths.' "
Stauffer's round was his best of the year. Junior Bobby Jocson added a season-best 74, with senior Peter McKinzie (77) and freshman Adam Baracani (82) also counting toward a total that equaled the Pioneers' season low.  "I think when we started out this year the kids were feeling a lot of pressure," U High coach Cal Hubbard said. "As the season went on, they quit looking so much at the future and were looking at, 'What shot do I need to hit now?'  "It's going to be a tough road, but we're just happy to be going to the state tournament. It's a real accomplishment for these kids."  Mahomet-Seymour defeated U High by eight shots in the Corn Belt Conference Tournament on Oct. 3. The Bulldogs played Monday without No. 2 player Garrett Cox because of the flu. Nick Guth was backed by a 77 from Seth Trolia, 78 from Grant Dukeman and 82 from Adam Guth. "It was pretty solid," Coach Nathan Mills said. "Nick is a senior and he stepped up big. He didn't want this to be his last tournament."
Burge, last year's state runner-up, advanced as one of the low eight individuals and ties not on qualifying teams.He was unhappy with his round, but said, "At sectionals, you just want to get through it and make it to state. It's the toughest round of the year."  Also among the individual qualifiers were Lincoln teammates Jordan Nelson (73) and Drew VonWaldner (73) and Streator's Josh Gass (75).

Burge, U High boys look for state golf glory

NORMAL -- Becoming a state champion is not something Alex Burge said he'll dwell about while spending the next two days at Weibring Golf Club at Illinois State.
Surprisingly to some, neither will University High School.
Burge put on a gallant back-nine rally, shooting 4-under-par 31, to finish a stroke behind Wheaton Academy's David Flynn in last year's Class 2A State Golf Tournament. The Bloomington junior returns to battle Flynn and others when the 2A tourney is played today and Saturday at ISU.
"Golf is hard enough and if you go in and say, 'I have to win this and every shot is really important,' you have no chance," said Burge. "I've played out here hundreds of times. You have to act like it's another round."
U High tied a record last year with its sixth straight state title, matching Monmouth's 1985-90 feat in Class A. The Pioneers are back at state for the 26th consecutive year, but with a different outlook after losing two of their top four players from 2008.
"I think it's safe to say the pressure is off," said U High senior Peter McKinzie. "Wheaton Academy is definitely the top dog to beat."
Wheaton Academy finished third last year, 13 strokes behind the Pioneers. With Flynn and UNLV recruit Blake Biddle at the top of its lineup, Wheaton Academy could have the state-tourney record 583 total shot by U High at ISU in 2007 and St. Viator last year in Class 3A at The Den at Fox Creek Golf Course in its sights.
Coach Bob Broman said Wheaton Academy thought it had a great chance to unseat U High last season and was disappointed in taking third.
"It did light a fire under them. They worked harder than ever this past summer," said Broman. "Kids who used to play one tournament in the summer played five or six. We've become much more consistent in our scoring."
Biddle shot 64 when Wheaton Academy won a season-opening tourney at ISU with a 291 total. The Warriors have shown they're not just a two-man show with a ridiculous total of 130 in a 9-hole match and a 2-under-par 282 in an 18-hole tourney.
"That's the kind of firepower we have on occasion," said Broman. "Our boys don't look at it like we have two great horses and all they have to do is show up and bump it around. On occasion David and Blake are not our top two guys. That puts a big smile on the others' faces when that happens."
U High's smiles got bigger toward the end of the season. The Pioneers started seeing lower scores from senior Bo Sparks and junior Bobby Jocson. Freshman Adam Baracani moved up from the junior varsity and posted counting scores in regional and sectional victories for the Pioneers, while sophomore Matt Galvan also began contributing.
"We're just starting to play good as a team," said U High junior Logan Stauffer, who tied for fifth in last year's state. "We picked the right time to do it."
U High coach Cal Hubbard said he could see his team pressing earlier in the season. It took the Pioneers a while to "get in a good rhythm and feel comfortable," said Hubbard.
Stauffer (69) and Jocson (74) came through with their season bests as U High won the Lincoln Sectional with a 302 score.
"We have all the momentum we could have going into state," said McKinzie, who is playing in his third state tourney.
Burge earned medalist honors in six tournaments this season while averaging 71.0.
"I've had a good year, but right now nothing I've done up to here, while it matters, this is where it all comes together," he said.

NORMAL - Cold, wet and muddy conditions led to some messy scores Friday in the Class 2A Boys State Golf Tournament. Caught in the quagmire was University High School's quest for a record seventh straight state title.
The Pioneers, who share the mark of six consecutive crowns, slogged to a 333 total at Illinois State's Weibring Golf Club, leaving them in ninth place and 15 shots behind leader Springfield Sacred Heart-Griffin heading into Saturday's final round.
"There's always another day," said U High junior Logan Stauffer, trying to stay positive. "It would be nice to be a little closer, but who knows about golf?"  Coach Cal Hubbard knows this: his Pioneers must play "a lot better" to get in contention for a trophy (top three), let alone the championship.  Tourney favorite Wheaton Academy is one shot behind Sacred Heart-Griffin at 319, while third-place Joliet Catholic is at 323.  "I thought we'd be able to shoot 315, 320 even in the bad conditions," Hubbard said. "I don't know what kind of score it's going to take tomorrow, but I'd like to see our kids come back and play better.  "Don't worry about where you're going to finish, worry about, 'what is this shot and how am I going to handle it?' I think our kids got a little ahead of themselves when things started going south."  No one shot lower than 4-over par 75 on a cold day with intermittent rain, occasional wind gusts and a soggy course.  Tournament officials ruled the ball must be played "down," meaning players could not lift, clean and replace it until on the green.  "That was really hard," said Stauffer, whose 77 led U High. "You would get mud on your ball almost every time you hit a shot. You just had to grind."   Senior Peter McKinzie, who like Stauffer played on the past two state title teams, battled his way to an 81. U High's other counting scores were freshman Adam Baracani (86) and junior Bobby Jocson (89).
Wheaton Academy had two of the five players tied at 75 in seniors David Flynn and Blake Biddle. They share the lead with Springfield's George Tate, Mitchell Homb of Dixon and Waterloo's Wils Hawn.  Lurking at 76 are Lincoln junior Jordan Nelson and Sacred Heart-Griffin's Clark Etheridge.  "Actually, 76 both days was my goal. I hit that, so hopefully I can do better tomorrow," Nelson said. "I missed a couple of two-footers, but that happens on days like today. I feel like I'm in pretty good shape."  Bloomington junior Alex Burge is still in the hunt after a 79. Burge made a late charge last year to finish second, one shot behind Flynn.  "That was one of the longest rounds of golf I've played in my life," Burge said. "It was tiring with the wetness, cold and raining in there.  "I feel tomorrow if I shoot a good number, maybe one or two under, I definitely have a chance. Four shots is not a lot in these conditions."   Mahomet-Seymour is tied for fifth in the team standings at 330. Junior Seth Trolia led the Bulldogs with a 79.  "We're seven shots off of third. Hopefully, we can improve tomorrow," Coach Nathan Mills said. "The guys aren't real happy with their scores, but there were a lot of high numbers today. It was not a great day for golf.
Stauffer leads U High boys golf to 7th-straight state title.  Burge Captures 3rd PLACE MEDAL!!!

NORMAL -- There were looks of astonishment and amazement from University High School's golf team, their coaches, parents and followers.  The final scores were being posted in the Class 2A State Tournament, and no one could quite believe their eyes.  Led by Logan Stauffer, the Pioneers found a new -- and completely unexpected -- way to win another state championship. "This is the most bizarre thing ever," said U High senior Peter McKinzie.  The Pioneers, who were ninth out of 10 teams entering the day, shot 310 for a 643 total at Weibring Golf Club at Illinois State. They finished about two hours early and then watched themselves creep up the leader board as scores from the top contenders started getting higher.  When it was over, U High tied heavy favorite Wheaton Academy for the title, with Springfield Sacred Heart-Griffin another stroke back. Because there is no playoff for ties, U High and Wheaton Academy were both declared champions.  Indeed, it was seventh heaven for U High. The Pioneers earned their seventh straight title, breaking the record of six in a row they shared with Monmouth's 1985-90 Class A champs.  "It was a lot easier playing here in the clubhouse at the end than being on the course," said U High coach Cal Hubbard.
Stauffer made it an even better ending for U High. The junior fired a 1-under-par 70 for a 147 total to become the school's first state golf medalist. Stauffer finished a stroke ahead of Jordan Nelson of Lincoln (72) and two in front of Bloomington's Alex Burge (70).   "That's unbelievable to come from 14 shots back to tie for first. It's incredible," said Stauffer. "It's nothing I expected and shows you what can happen in the game of golf."
U High also counted a 76 from McKinzie, 80 from junior Bobby Jocson and 84 from senior Bo Sparks. "I thought if we had 310 we could have a chance to get a trophy (for the top three teams), but I thought we had to have a 310," said Hubbard. "When I was out on No. 5 the wind really picked up. I said I am so glad we played the back nine first because I did not want us going to 16, 17 and 18 (at the end)." Stauffer was the catalyst. A nice chip to 2 feet away set up his sixth birdie of the day on No. 8, his 17th hole. That proved to be the difference as Nelson, almost two hours later, missed a 7-foot par putt on No. 17.
"I knew I had to play well. You had really good kids leading this tournament, and they aren't going to give it to you," said Stauffer. "Today it was absolutely gorgeous. I knew the numbers were going to be a lot lower than (Friday). I had to come out and play my own game." U High struggled on Friday in miserable weather conditions. Although it was cold and there was still wind, the sun came out on Saturday and made it much more bearable for everyone. Still, a rally for the ages wasn't what U High had in mind. "You couldn't tell anything was really happening except for Logan," said Hubbard. "He has unbelievable confidence and really good talent."  Jocson fired 38 on the front nine and Sparks recovered from the 100 he shot on Friday. Combined with Stauffer and McKinzie, it was a winning formula. Freshman Adam Baracani (91) and senior Ryan Alsman (93) rounded out the U High lineup, while sophomore Matt Galvan competed Friday.  Wheaton Academy needed a 10-foot bogey putt by Blake Biddle on the last hole to tie the Pioneers. "We played very well on the front, but we didn't play well on the back," said Wheaton Academy coach Bob Broman. "Blake just doesn't quit. It was an important putt and something he was excited about. We knew it was close."    Nelson was only hoping for a top-20 finish at the start of the tourney. Instead, the Lincoln junior sank a 20-foot birdie putt on No. 1 Saturday and was near the lead all day in firing his season-best round. "My driver was on both days. I didn't miss that bad on any hole," said Nelson. "The other thing was my putting other than a couple slip-ups."
As he did a year ago when he took second, Burge was on the verge of another back-nine comeback. He sank a 20-foot eagle putt from the fringe on No. 15 to draw within one of Stauffer. "I had no idea that I was that close," said Burge. "After 16, Coach (Rich Gordon) said I was one back. I was glad I knew." However, Burge lost his chance when he 3-putted for bogey on No. 17. "I told myself last night if I shoot 68 I'll win. I guess that was true," said Burge.  Mahomet-Seymour, which beat U High for the Corn Belt Conference title two weeks ago, shot 334 on Saturday to finish eighth at 664.
