2010 Tournament Overview……Sponsored by Bloomington High School Boys Golf and Coach Rich Gordon.  The tournament will be held at the Den Golf Course in Bloomington on Wednesday, AUGUST 18, 2010 at 8:00am.  This will be the 6th year for this tournament and the goal for the 2010 tournament will to provide for the individual player and teams, experience on the same golf course used in the state 3A competition.  We will be using the same modified shotgun start this year that was used last year in order to use the golf course more efficiently, to reduce the amount of time the players are on the course, and to reduce the cost of the tournament for each team.  Every player will tee off between 8:00am and 9:00am. (See schedule on page 5 and 6)  Team that has lowest 4 scores out of 6 players wins.  Ties based on 5th and 6th player scores.  If ties still exist, the lowest score on teams that are tied will win.  Trophies and Medals will be given to the six (6 players and coach) winning team members.  2nd place and third place team finishers will receive a team trophy.  Medals will be given to the top 10 individual golfers with a trophy to the medalist.  
Coaches Responsibilities: 

a. Please send or email me at gordonr@district87.org in Coaches Information Sheet on the last page of this document. 
b. For the 2010 tournament we have 22 teams entered.  Consequently, coaches will not be able to play more than nine holes on the front nine starting on hole 2.  Unfortunately this year,  because of the economic climate we do not have a sponsor.  Consequently, I DO NOT HAVE ANY COUPONS TO GIVE OUT.  SORRY!   There will be a coupon for each coach to eat lunch
c. This will still be considered a season opening event.  Consequently, the idea is to try to make it a reasonably enjoyable experience for all.   I will be looking for those coaches who want to be on the “Pace of Play Committee”.  They will be in charge of keeping all players on time and will be allowed to assess penalty strokes for slow play.   I will be also looking for three coaches to work on the rules committee.   Coaches will are asked to serve on starters on the hole that they are assigned.  This will help to get the tournament off to a solid start.    
d. There will be no tournament meeting with the players before play begins.  You will be required to communicate the rule modifications listed below to your players. 

e. You do not have to submit a roster until the day of the meet (August 18).  HOWEVER, if you are going to not play 6 players, please let Coach Rich Gordon know ASAP. 

f. Final results will not be sent out but will be available on the tournament day at http://www.district87.org/bhs/athletics/Golf/Default.htm  or via email.  

g. You will have to assign your players a hole to tee off from based on the tee assignment sheet shown below.  You can partner up your players anyway you want to. Please turn in your roster of players and who will play where at the coaches meeting.

h. The course opens at 6:15am.  In order to use your area on the practice range you will need to buy tokens at $4.00 a token.

i. When your players are done, please collect the scorecards, verify, and turn in to scoring table at the end of the round. 

j. Please make sure that your school has submitted the $210 entry fee.

Time Schedule.

***Modified Shotgun Start at 8:00am at The Den in Bloomington 

6:30am – 7:15am   Pick up Packet in The Den Meeting Room.

6:30am  Practice Range opens at 6:30am.   Each team will have one spot on the range.  Coaches need to manage who warms up in that spot.  Coaches will need to buy Range ball tokens at a cost of $4.00 a token.  Please pick up tokens when you get to the course. 

7:15am  Coach’s  Meeting at 7:15am.  Review Course Rules. Because this is the beginning of the season and also because we want this experience to be reasonably enjoyable for all, we will be working hard to keep play moving. THERE WILL BE NO OVERALL MEETING WITH THE PLAYERS.  Coaches need to review rules with players and get them ready to play. You will also be required to help take players out to their respective starting holes.   Each coach will be assigned a hole to serve as a “Starter”.  Your responsibility will be to get one or both groups at your assigned hole started out efficiently and on time.   As a starter, make sure you have the players exchange scorecards, have them turn them into the coaches at the completion of the round and to remind them about keeping up with play and having appropriate behavior on the golf course. 
7:45am Players meet with their coaches to go to their starting holes. Coaches need to make sure that that their team is both taken to the holes they play and picked up when finished.  BHS personnel will be there to help out in the transporting of players.  The faster we get in and out,  the quicker we get done.  REMIND PLAYERS TO TURN IN SCORECARDS TO YOU THE COACH!!!!

8:00am  Play Begins around 8:00am.  Coaches should start players when the hole is clear and the players are ready.  Please do not delay in getting them started. 

3:15pm  Conclusion of Round & Award Ceremony ----Players turn in Scorecards to Coaches at conclusion of round.   Coaches and players make sure there are no mistakes and that both players have signed the card.

Rules and Rule Adjustments:

Rules Committee will consist of Head Coaches from three high Schools. Play is governed by the 2010 Rules of the United States Golf Association and where applicable by the following Local Rules, Conditions, and Definitions.

Pace of Play Committee:  Will consist of at least three coaches and will be responsible for the pace of play for the tournament. 

The following rule modifications will be made.

1. (Mercy Rule) A player who has used 8 shots and is not on the green must pick up and put on front of green laying 8. 

2. (Coaching Rule)  If you so choose and as long as coaches do not interfere with play, coaches are encouraged to help players with matters like etiquette, rules interpretations, etc. while on the course.  

3. A major backup has sometimes occurred on hole number 3.  In order to prevent that,  we will continue with the policy of having the tees on hole 3 moved up.  In addition, the high grass both left and right will be considered as a lateral hazard.  It will be staked for the player to see.  The out of bounds on hole 3 will also be treated as part of the lateral hazard.  Players will be discouraged from looking for the ball in the high grass.  An observer will be there to help locate the ball.  
      4.  (Miscellaneous Rules) Format of play: Individual stroke play.

a. We will be playing from the Blue Tees. 
b. THE BALL WILL BE PLAYED DOWN. Ground under repair will be marked with closed white lines.

c.  (Pace of Play)  All individuals are required to keep pace with the group in front of them.  Rule 6-7 of the rules of golf states;  “The Player shall play without undue delay”.  The penalty for breach of the rule is two strokes in stroke play.  For repeated offense, the penalty is disqualification.  Remediation; 1. request to play faster, 2, Group Monitoring, 3. Two stroke penalty, 4. disqualification. 

d. Out of bounds are marked by white stakes on the course.  Players will play the out of bounds as stoke and distance.   When in doubt,  play a  provisional. 

e. LOST BALL as a Lateral Hazard.  If a player loses a ball, instead of going back and rehitting,  player will drop a ball at the nearest point of relief with a penalty of one stroke.  Drop area must be agreed upon by opponent.    Five minutes is the maximum allowable time to look for a lost ball.

f. Water hazards: identified and defined by yellow stakes or yellow painted lines. note: holes #6,14,17

g. Lateral water hazards: identified and defined by red stakes or red painted lines. note: holes #3,4,5,8,11,12,16. drop areas on holes #6 & #17. the drop areas are mandatory drop areas. 

h. Hole #7: the red pvc pipes with green tops are marking an environmentally  sensitive area.  You are not allowed to enter this area, let alone attempt  to  play a shot from  this area.  Play as a lateral water HAZARD.

i. If in doubt if a ruling, play two balls and record both scores. A decision will be made by the rules committee. All other U.S.G.A. rules will apply.

5. (Scorecards) must be kept by another member in the group. All cards must 

      be totaled, signed by the scorer and the player and turned into their Coach. 

      Coaches need to verify scores and turn in all Six Scorecards into scorer’s

      table.   

6. (Assistance Rule) No penalty for players in group to help each other out in all areas.   (This is not the state championship.)

7. (Embedded Ball Rule)  Anywhere “through the green” a ball is embedded in its own pitch mark in the ground except in loose sand; may be lifted without penalty, cleaned, dropped as near as possible to the spot where it lay but not nearer the hole. 

8. (Suspension of Play) Suspension of play will be signaled by a prolonged siren.  After the suspension, we will attempt to notify all players when to resume play by going through their coaches. 
9. These rules and all other rules will be reviewed at the coaches meeting on the day of the event.

HOLE ASSIGNMENTS FOR GOLFERS…………..

It is anticipated that each school will bring 6 golfers to the tournament.  Each high school team will be divided into three groups of two players each (except for one school) labeled Group A (players 1 and 2),  Group B (players 3 & 4) , and group C (players 5 & 6).  As this is a season opening event, you might want to pair your more experienced players with your inexperienced players, but that is up to you.  You can assign players in any manner that you want.  If does not have to be your number 1 and 2 but try to match some ability with the 1 and 2 spot, 3 and 4 spot, etc.  After the meeting it is up to the coaches to get their players to the appropriate hole.  There will be Tournament officials to help you get players to their respective holes.
