In the first week of school every child attending Irving was administered the 

DIBELS benchmark assessment.  DIBELS is the Dynamic Indicator of Early   

Literacy Skills.  We use this information to group children according to their 

ability.  We can enrich our students or offer interventions depending on their 

need.   Ask your childõs teacher about their DIBELS score at Parent Teacher 

conference.  You will be amazed at how much your child has learned! 

 

As always, if you have questions or concerns about your childõs academic, 

emotional or behavioral development, please contact me anytime.
