ISAT Testing 
 
Each year public school students in the state of Illinois take an       
assessment/test called the Illinois Standards Achievement Test 
(ISAT).  This test is given to all students in grades three, four, and 
five.  It is designed to tell how well schools are doing at helping all 
students meet the Illinois Learning Standards.  The standards are 
what students are expected to know and learn. 
 
This year students will be tested in Math & Reading (Grades 3, 4 & 
5),  Science (Grade 4) and Writing (Grades 3 & 5).  Irving teachers 
prepare students for this test every day through general instruction 
that address the standards.  Since January students have been      
reviewing testable items and test taking procedures in preparation 
for the test.  
 
As we approach the ISAT test, which will be given during the period 
of March 1-8, there are certain things you can do to help prepare 
your child to do his or her best:  
 

Please do not make other appointments or plans during 
school on these days.  They should come to school on time 
and stay the whole day.   

Talk about the test and how important it is to do their best work.  
Be excited about your student getting to show what he knows. 
Make sure your child attends each day of testing.  
Send students to school well rested and well fed. 
Students with perfect attendance and who do their best effort 

on the test will participate in a popcorn music party on March 
19th!

Your child must be 5 years old on or before September 1, 2010  

to register for the 2010-2011 school year.   
For registration you will need to bring: 

Your child

A physical dated after 8/20/09   with health history section completed by parent.   

Proof of physical, shots, and lead must be turned in BEFORE a child will be allowed to 
enter the classroom on the first day of school.  
Proof of dental needs to be turned in by 05/15/11  (Dental clinic offered at school will 
meet this requirement) 
Proof of eye examination needs to be turned in by 10/15/10.
