Important Student Health Information
Student entering Kindergarten, 6th and 9th grade must show proof of
physical before 8/18/11 to enter school.

Kindergarten Health Requirements required by 8/18/11:

1. Proof of physical dated after 8/18/10

2. Health history section completed on physical form by parent/
guardian

3. Official copy of shot records showing proof of Kindergarten booster
shots: Dtap/tetanus, polio/IPV, Varicella (Chickenpox), MMR/ mumps,
measles and rubella.

4. Proof of lead screening. This is a one-time screening usually done
when the child is 1 year old. Results may be obtained from your doc-
tor or the McLean County Health Department.

Eye exam for kindergarteners:

¢ Proof of an eye exam done by an eye doctor by 10/15/11

Dental exam:

¢ Proof of dental exam by 5/15/12 for kindergarten, 2nd & 6th grades.
