= You can manage your student’s cafeteria account at www.mylunchmoney.com. Please contact the office if you
need your student’s ID number. The breakfast price for students is $1.40 and the lunch price is $1.75.

= Parents are welcome to eat lunch at school with their child. If you would like a school lunch, please call the office
by 9:30 am to be added to the lunch count. Please do not bring and/or send soda pop to school for lunch; it is not
permitted in the cafeteria.

= If your child arrives at school after 9:00 am or leaves prior to 3:15 pm for any reason, an adult must come into the
office to sign them in/out due to attendance auditing requirements. Students who have repeated, unexcused
tardiness or early dismissals will be assigned before school detentions.

= Changes in how a child goes home must be communicated in writing to the teacher. An email is also acceptable.
When emailing, be sure to include a copy to the office in case of a teacher absence. If no parent contact is made,
students will be sent home in the usual manner.

= Itis important for our office to have all available emergency contact numbers (cell phones, relatives, etc.). Any
reliable source of communication can be very helpful in case of an emergency.

= We have many items in our Lost & Found at this time. Please ask your student to check out the Lost & Found
area in the cafeteria for any items they may be missing.

= You should report all student absences to the office first thing in the morning. Homework requests for students
must also be made at that time. Absences can also be emailed to fritcherm@district87.org.

= If you have concerns about bus transportation, please call Dr. Scharf to communicate your concerns.

= A student who has ten (10) consecutive unexcused absences (i.e. vacation, trips out of the country, etc.) will be
dropped from school. Re-admittance to Oakland is not guaranteed if your child’s grade level is at capacity upon
his or her return.

Nurse Notes

Please keep your students home if they have a fever 100° F or greater, vomiting, or
diarrhea. The school policy is if your student is sent home from school with any of these
symptoms, they must be symptom free for 24 hours before returning to school.

The best way to prevent the spread of cold and flu germs is to wash your hands frequently
with warm water and soap or use hand sanitizers. Keeping students home from school
lnﬂuenza when they are sick, avoiding crowded places, getting enough sleep, and not touching the
lee mouth, nose, or eyes with your hands are all good ways to prevent or lessen iliness.
Any student medications, even non-prescription medicines such as Tylenol, Tums, cough
llhleSS drops, or lip balm, must have a medication authorization form on file in the nurse’s

office. A parent or guardian may come to school and administer medication at any time
without a physician’s order.
