Language:  


State Goal 1:  Read with understanding and fluency

· Retell a story pointing to words in a book

· Say rhyming words in response to an oral prompt. 

· Blend sounds orally to form words

· Recognize words that have the same beginning sound

· Orally manipulate phones in words by omitting, adding and substituting sounds to form new words

· Recognize and name all capital and lowercase letters

· Read high frequency words by sight

· Respond appropriately to questions about the text

· Use pictures to make predictions

· Read a familiar text independently

· Recognize the style of various authors/illustrators

· Describe the similarities and differences among multiple versions of the same story

State Goal 2:  Read and understand literature representative of various societies, eras, and ideas.  (My translation:  Literature sweeps broadly across cultures and time.)  
· Discuss and draw pictures to portray characters, settings, and events in stories
· Distinguish between fiction and non-fiction
· Investigate picture books, nursery rhymes, fairy tales, poems, legends, etc. 
State Goal 3:  Write to communicate for a variety of purposes. 

· Write first and last name using correct upper and lowercase letters
· Use developmental spelling to construct words
· Use developmental spelling to construct sentences of three or more words. 
· Experiment with basic components of writing (e.g. capital letters, punctuation, and directionality)
· Attempt to write text that is related to the picture
· Experiment with different forms of writing (e.g. lists, notes, stories, and letters)
State Goal 5:  Use the language arts to acquire, assess, and communicate information.  
· Begin to brainstorm to gather information
· Discuss prior knowledge of topic
· Use learning aids (e.g., KWL, webs, graphic organizers, and technology)
· Relate what is heard in books or classroom discussions to personal experiences
Mathematics


State Goal 6:  Number sense and arithmetic (my translation)

· Identify numerals out of sequence through 20

· Count forward from 1-100

· Count forward from any number in the range of 1-20

· Match the correct numeral with sets up to ten

· Construct number sentences to match word problems

· Use objects, simple drawings, or symbols to represent mathematical ideas (i.e. There are 6 cookies and 3 children.  How many cookies does each child get?  
· Explain to others the solution of a math problem 

· Make reasonable estimates of small quantities of objects

· Demonstrate and understanding of more, less, and equal

State Goal 7:  Measurement (simplified)
· Measure objects using non-standard units, 

· Construct and follow a daily schedule

· Compare and order objects according to measurable attributes

· Make reasonable estimates of the amount a container will hold

· Estimate length using non-standard units of measurement. 

· Select appropriate tools for measuring

State Goal 9: Geometry (simplified)

· Create models of circles, squares, rectangles, and triangles
· Identify and name circle, square, rectangle and triangle

· Describe characteristics of shapes (e.g. a triangle has three straight sides)

· Explain the position of an object in relation to another object (e.g. inside/outside, under/above)
