POETRY

ALLITERATION-The repetition of an initial consonant sound, like “rough and ready” and “slowly slipping.”

BALLAD-Narrative verse designed for singing or oral recitation that tells stories, usually tragic in nature; many are of folk origin.

FREE VERSE-Poetry not restricted by meter.

ONOMATOPOEIA-A Word that sounds like what it means (crash or sizzle, for example).

POETY-A composition that takes into account the sound and the association of words and that shows intensity of feeling, sometimes in verse.

REPETITION-The use of repeating something for effect.

RHYME-Repetition of similar sounds.  End rhyme is the repetition of similar sounds at the ends of the line.  Internal rhyme occurs within a line and when two words have similar sounds.  

RHYTHM-The pulse beat or measured flow of a poem.

STANZA-Group of lines in a poem set off by blank lines.  It usually develops one idea.
