VOCABULARY GROUP

AUDIENCE-Person or people to whom a speech, talk, or piece of writing is addressed. 

BIBLIOGRAPHY-List of books, articles, and other sources of information used in a report; list of books on a subject.

CONNOTATION-Feelings and ideas associated with a word.

DENOTATION-Exact meaning of a word, as in the dictionary.

DIALECT-A regional variance in a language characterized by differences in grammar and vocabulary, as well as pronunciation in speech.  

DIALOGUE-The conversation between characters in a literary work.

JARGON-Special or technical language used by people in a special field.

PUN-The use of a word or words which are formed or sound alike but have different meanings, in such a way as to play on two or more of the possible applications in a humorous way.

SARCASM-Unpleasant remarks intended to mock.
