Last week during Math I provided the students 

with a review of the basic facts.  In the Tiger Folder you will find a paper 

titled Multiplication Strategies stapled to a practice sheet.  This paper should 

stay at home to help assist the students still needing to practice the basic 

multiplication facts.  I will administer timed tests to monitor progress, how-

ever it is the student’s responsibility to master these facts.  This week we 

will review the basic division facts.  I stress to the students that if they know 

one fact they really know four!!
