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We developed this program because we noticed a deficit in critical thinking skills, especially in problem solving within our math curriculum.   This unit introduces problem solving by practicing critical thinking skills on the computer and oral problem solving.  Each problem solving strategy is then taught individually.   The student’s performance for the entire unit is evaluated by using a rubric.

The main focus of this unit utilizes Illinois Math Goals 6B1, 6C1a, and 6C1b.  These goals require students to select and perform problem solving strategies that provide reasonable answers.
