1. You buy a muffin for 65¢.  You pay with four coins and receive no change.  What are those coins?

Answer:  2 quarters, 1 dime, 1 nickel

2. The sum of 2 numbers is 30.  Their difference is 8.  What are the numbers?

Answer:  11 and 19

3. You and your friend are standing in line at the post office.  There are 11 people in line.  There are only two people in front of your friend.  You are in front of the last person in line.  How many people are between you and your friend?

Answer:  6 people

4. You buy some apples and pears.  You buy 3 more apples than pears.  You have 15 altogether.  How many of each did you buy?

Answer:  9 apples, 6 pears

5. You have some pennies, nickels and dimes.  You have 2 of each coin.  How much money do you have?

Answer:  32¢

6. You count by fives to 100.  You write out the numbers.  How many times do you write the number 5?

Answer:  12 times
