CLASSROOM RULES AND THE APPLE SYSTEM:

CLASSROOM RULES:

-Always walk at school other than in PE.

-Raise hands for a turn to talk.

-Keep hands and feet to ourselves.

-Follow directions the first time.

-Respect each other and all property.

-Turn in neat work in a reasonable amount of time.

THE APPLE  SYSTEM:
Each child has an apple on the Apple Board.  The Apple Board has five sections:  A large upper section where all apples are found at the beginning of each day.  Four smaller sections are under the large section.

If a child is having trouble following classroom rules, I give a verbal or nonverbal reminder/warning.  This gives the student a chance to focus on more appropriate behavior without receiving an actual consequence.  However, if this does not work and more rules are broken, the student will be asked to move his or her apple one space for each broken rule.  

For each space the child’s apple is moved, they will have approximately a 5 minute time-out during Center Time at the end of the school day.  During this time, the student and I will create a plan to help avoid missing center time again.  

Later in the Fall, any student that still has their apple at the top of the board at the end of the day will be given a penny to put in their supply box.  I have a “Prize Box” for children to purchase small toys and stickers using their pennies.  Fun!

Again, apples are returned to the top section at the end of each day.
