Call to Order & Welcome: The meeting was called to order at 6:34 by Beckie Olmstead.  Beckie welcomed everyone back and introductions were made.
Recorder’s report:  Minutes from the May 2011 meeting were reviewed.  A note to add Catherine Kiper to the attendees for May 2011 was mentioned.  A motion to approve made by Kathryn McDonald and seconded by Amy Jo Flaig.
Treasurer:   Not much activity since May.  The only expense was purchasing books for the birthday club.  
Principal’s report:  Tina Fogal  
Mrs. Fogal discussed the activeness of the PTO and the many programs that are supported.  We have 508 students.   Mrs. Fogal went through the list of new teachers that were hired for this school year.  Mrs. Fogal encouraged everyone to visit the gym to see the new renovations.  The art room has also gone through renovations.  There are new tables and art easels.  New flower pots and benches have been ordered for the front of the school to encourage the students to stay off of the landscaping.  Mrs. Fogal also discussed the State Farm grant.  Open House dates were shown and Mrs. Fogal encouraged all parents to attend and discussed the process that would occur during that time.  The master calendar is on the website.  
Old Business: None at this time.
Committee Reports:
Market Day/Fundraising: The fall fundraiser will go out August 30th.  Market Day is the monthly fundraiser.  The flyer goes out once a month.  There are two options: return the order form and the order will be submitted for you or you can go on-line and submit your own order.  Amy Jo also asked for volunteers to help on the delivery day.  Amy Jo would like to kick off this year’s fall fundraiser by Sept 1 or 2nd instead of Sept 6th so that parents could have the flyers before Labor Day.  The flyers need to be returned by Sept 16th and products will be available for pick up on Oct 18th.
McDonald's Partner in Education: McDonald's on Empire is our partner.  This is our 3rd year.  Student artwork is hung there.  Catherine passed out a sign-up sheet for parents to volunteer to hang up new artwork and take down and return the previous month's artwork.  There are also two McTeacher nights that we participate in.  October 15th at 10:00 is the homecoming parade for ISU and McDonald's would like students and parents to walk in the parade.  As a partner we are also eligible to apply for a grant.  We have received these grants in the past and we were able to purchase a Smart Table and small large image computer monitors.
Rewards: We are partners with Target, Meijer, Schnucks, and My Coke Rewards.  Generally we get a certain percentage of the money spent.  My Coke Rewards allows us to purchase items in their catalog using the points we submit.
Dine-out Nights: Once a month we have a dine-out night.  Dairy Queen will be the first one on August 30th.  There will be a bin to drop in your receipt so that Stevenson will get credit.  At the September meeting Kelly Woith will outline the restaurants that have agreed.
Hospitality: Carrie Stevenson passed around a sign-up sheet to assist.  Today was the first teacher breakfast.  There will be a breakfast once a month to show teachers our appreciation.  These breakfasts are always served on the first Friday of the month.    
New Business:
Tiger Folders- The PTO has decided to go with a different company due to the price quote we were given at the end of last year.  With the quote we were given folders would have cost $.85.  Under the new company the folders were .72 a folder.  
Stevenson PTO is going GREEN!  The agenda and Principal's report will be projected versus copied.  At this time the minutes will be printed.  A suggestion was made to e-mail the minutes before the meeting.  Volunteer sign-ups will also be on-line.
Volunteer sign-ups- Sign up Genius is an on-line site we are using to create sign-ups for parents.  We will only have sign-ups for the 1st semester and then later in the year we will have sign-ups for the remainder of the school year.  Sign-up Genius will also send a reminder before the event.
Animoto Slideshows-  Animoto is an on-line slideshow of pictures.  Julie Marcy and Beckie Olmstead are investigating and trying to create an Animoto slideshow for Open Houses.  The slideshow would allow us to show parents what PTO does within the building and how they can become involved as well.  
Communications Chair- Kathryn McDonald will be chairing this committee.  If any communication needs to go out to parents PTO is asking that you go through Kathryn.  At this time you can submit things either through Beckie or the general PTO e-mail.  Kathryn also discussed a flyer she has put together to outline what PTO does.
Pictures committee- We need a co-chair to work with Tonya Fant.  Twice a year we have pictures.  Responsibilities would include working the picture day and also collecting and submitting orders.
Family Movie Night:  Family Movie night will be in September.  Usually it is on the lawn in the back of the building.  Stevenson provides popcorn and drink.  We will be showing Wally because we are going Green.  We are asking parents to bring their own bowls and drinks.  The company Swank will charge $300 and $21 for shipping for the license and permission to show the movie outside.  If the movie is indoors it costs $75.  A discussion ensued.  Beckie did contact Bloomington Parks and Rec to see if they have a license to play movies outside.  Parks and Rec did not participate in outdoor movies this year.  The PTO decided to pay the $321 and have the movie outside.
Corn Belters Night at the Park: Sept 2nd would be the game night.  Tickets are $11.  We would get $6 of that price.  We would need to sell at least 20 tickets.  If we choose to do this we have to pay $100 upfront to get the tickets.  The PTO decided to decline this offer after a brief discussion.
 Open House: We desperately need volunteers!!!  A sign-up sheet was sent around.
