CLASSROOM PARENT

Each year classroom parents help plan, coordinate and help in three classroom parties. The classroom parents work with the teacher to determine time and types of activities for the parties.
CLASSROOM PARTY SUPPLIES

Provide plates, napkins, treats, goodie bags, and drinks for classroom parties.
FAMILY FUN NIGHTS
Help with set-up/decorating, serving of snacks/treats, and clean up.  There is plenty of time to have fun and enjoy these events with your family.  Opportunities to volunteer occur multiple times throughout the school year (Movie Night & Multi-Cultural Night are both Fall/Winter Family Fun events).
FUNDRAISER 
Organize, sort, and distribute fundraising materials to students prior to the sale.  When the products arrive, assist with the sorting and distribution during pick-up by our Stevenson families.

GENERAL VOLUNTEER LIST 

Not sure if you can commit to a specific volunteer opportunity? Willing to be available to volunteer depending on the request? Join our general volunteer list and you will be contacted when we are in need of volunteers. There is no pressure to volunteer for every opportunity for which you are contacted. 

HOLIDAY GIFT SHOP 
The most anticipated event of the year! The Holiday Gift Shop provides your student with the opportunity to shop without family members being present!  Parent and teacher volunteers guide students through the gift shop at the school in the evening, helping them choose the best gifts, all the while staying within their budget. 

HOLIDAY TEA

Not to be confused with the Holiday Gift Shop, this event is held on the same evening and provides drinks and snacks prior to the Holiday Musical.  Volunteers help with serving drinks and snacks.
HOSPITALITY 
“The gift of food can feed the soul.”  This committee provides and serves food and refreshments at several Stevenson functions (Monthly Teacher Breakfasts, Spotlight on Students, etc).  Your involvement can range from donating cookies or serving punch, to providing breakfast items for the monthly teacher breakfasts.  You do not need to be available for every event, or provide items for every event to be a member of this committee.
MARKET DAY 
Have some fun and volunteer once a month (anytime between 3:30 - 6:00 p.m.) to assist in unloading and sorting of Market Day food for individual buyers.  You do not need to be available every month to be a member of this committee.
PICTURE DAY 

Assist school photographers from 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. by escorting classes to the gym and helping supervise students while they wait for their photographs.  Opportunities to volunteer occur in both fall and spring.

TECHNOLOGY PARTNERSHIP

This committee, comprised of Stevenson parents and staff, will work to identify technologies that may be useful in the school environment, ways to leverage technology both in the classroom and beyond as a means to encourage communication and collaboration between parents, Stevenson staff, and students.  The committee brings identified items to the larger PTO membership for awareness and potential financial support.
